The Review of the Related Literature

Introduction

This chapter is most like a research paper.  This is a good chapter to develop note cards to keep your points and reference notes organized.  Chapter Two is one of the longest chapters.  Actual length is a variable associated with the degree of narrowness of your topic.  Try to keep the length down by dealing only with the technical information that supports your topic.  The introduction could include a restatement of the purpose of the study.

Other Sub-headings

This section is to be developed based on your topic outline...topics that are associated with your area.  This is a technical paper, so focus on the aspect of the problem.  ERHS style citations of an author?s work in the text documents your work as a researcher, briefly identifies the source for the readers, and enables readers to locate the source in the alphabetical list of references at the end of the chapter (See Bibliography and Citations folders).


This chapter should be written in past tense.  For leading into a quote or introducing a concept, use these for variety:
